You open Instagram and everyone seems to be living their best life — parties, trips, flawless
selfies. You weren't invited. Suddenly, your Saturday night at home feels like a massive fail.
Sound familiar? That feeling has a name: FOMO — Fear of Missing Out. It's that anxious buzz
you get when you think others are having more fun than you. Social media turns FOMO up to
the max because you're constantly exposed to everyone's highlight reel, not their real life.
Here's the truth: nobody posts their bad hair days or awkward silences. What you see online
is carefully curated content. The fix? Set boundaries. Mute accounts that make you feel low-
key bad about yourself. Swap endless scrolling for
 something that actually recharges you. And
next time FOMO hits, ask yourself: is this real
life or just someone's personal PR campaign?
